Another partnership is with local school
districts. The San Mateo County
Libraries have launched Empower

Empower Cards combine the resources
of the Redwood City Public Library and
San Mateo Co. Libraries to seamlessly
connect students of all ages to powerful
learning tools including on-line tutoring,
on-line test preparation, research
journals, eMagazines, as well as read-
along digital storybooks to support
young readers. Pacifica School District
as well as Jefferson High School are
participating in this program.
